Bass is King...

46.3% of Maryland anglers taking the
volunteer angler survey targeted black bass.
Of those, 82.3% caught fish.

Most anglers (45.5%) caught bass in lakes
and ponds. Of tidal hotspots, the Potomac
River and upper Chesapeake Bay remained
the most popular.
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Tournament anglers reported catching
13,211 bass weighing over 29,000 1bs.
Tournament anglers spent nearly 36,000
hours chasing black bass on the Potomac
and Upper Chesapeake.

It takes nearly the same amount of time
to catch a keeper on Potomac as on
Upper Chesapeake (~ 4 hrs) — Upper
Chesapeake fish average 1/2 Ib heavier.
